· A private, public or charter school 

· Any school serving grades K-6
· Located anywhere in New Jersey or one of the seven counties in Eastern Pennsylvania: Philadelphia, Delaware, Chester, Montgomery, Bucks, Berks and Lehigh
Grants are awarded on a competitive basis and evaluated on: 
· The school’s commitment to bringing quality arts programs to its students, teachers and community
· A demonstrated interest in supporting “green” initiatives

· Ability to host a 3-day arts residency for a core group of 25-75 students prior to the festival
· The school’s ability to host a large-scale family arts festival and secure an audience between 100-300 people
· Ability to schedule the festival in the Spring of 2016
